State Safety Policy

Flight safety is the highest priority in all civil aviation activities and is an integral part of national
safety in the Kyrgyz Republic.

In accordance with the Air Code of the Kyrgyz Republic, the state regulation of civil aviation
activities in the Kyrgyz Republic is carried out by the Civil Aviation Authority.

The CAA is responsible for developing, implementing, and improving policies, strategies, and
processes to ensure the maintenance of an acceptable level of safety in accordance with the
Aviation Rules of the Kyrgyz Republic.

To achieve an effective State Safety Program , the Kyrgyz Republic commits to:

1. Implement and maintain an SSP that actively identifies and manages safety risks,
ensuring a safe and efficient aviation system;

2. Develop Aviation Rules of the Kyrgyz Republic that are aligned with the standards and
recommended practices established by the International Civil Aviation Organization
(ICAO);

3. Ensure the availability of sufficient resources to support effective safety management and
flight safety oversight systems, with trained and competent personnel;

4. Promote a positive safety culture within the aviation system, encouraging the exchange of
safety information between the industry and the CAA,;

5. Apply an enforcement policy that encourages voluntary reporting and incentivizes
organizations and personnel to report safety concerns;

6. Identify safety trends in the aviation industry and apply a risk-based approach to address
1ssues of greatest concern,

7. Monitor safety performance indicators of the aviation system and take actions to
continuously improve safety;

8. Cooperate with civil aviation organizations and other authorities on safety matters and
risk reduction to implement effective risk controls.

Responsibility for ensuring safety is assigned to the civil aviation authority, service providers,

civil aviation organizations, and aviation personnel, and is aimed at preventing harm to the lives
of citizens, property, and the environment.
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The General Director of the State Civil Aviation Agency under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz
Republic, the organization he heads, undertakes to carry out high-quality SCAA activities that
ensure confidence in all stakeholders, observing the principles of impartiality, transparency,
confidentiality, responsibility and readiness to respond to requests and complaints.

The main purpose of this Manual is to bring SCAA’s activities into compliance with established
international standards of quality, safety and security:

- by complying with and applying the current regulatory legal framework;
- by improving and continually raising standards;

- through continuous, systematic and specific training aimed at SCAA employees at the
highest level;

- by assessing risks and constanily ensuring conditions for their reduction/elimination,
prevention of aviation events and increasing the level of safety of aviation activities;

- through ongoing support and supervision from aviation service providers.

As the General Director of the State Civil Aviation Agency under the Cabinet of Ministers of the Kyrgyz
Republic, I accept and understand my responsibility for the implementation of the SCAA mission,
the availability of effective preventive measures for the continuous improvement of the
management and safety system, by providing the necessary resources, as well as the development
and implementation of sustainable development measures civil aviation industry of the Kyrgyz
Republic. Awareness of all personnel about the importance of meeting people's needs by creating
and developing a culture of safety and compliance with legal and regulatory requirements.
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
