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State Safety Policy

Safety is the highest priority in all civil aviation activities and is an integral part of national
safety in the Kyrgyz Republic.

In accordance with the Air Code of the Kyrgyz Republic, the state regulation of civil aviation
activities in the Kyrgyz Republic is carried out by the Civil Aviation Authority.

The CAA is responsible for developing, implementing, and improving policies, strategies, and
processes to ensure the maintenance of an acceptable level of safety in accordance with the
Aviation Rules of the Kyrgyz Republic.

To achieve an effective State Safety Program , the Kyrgyz Republic commits to:

Implement and maintain an SSP that actively identifies and manages safety risks,
ensuring a safe and efficient aviation system;

Develop Aviation Rules of the Kyrgyz Republic that are aligned with the standards and
recommended practices established by the International Civil Aviation Organization
(ICAO);

Ensure the availability of sufficient resources to support effective safety management and
flight safety oversight systems, with trained and competent personnel;

Promote a positive safety culture within the aviation system, encouraging the exchange of
safety information between the industry and the CAA;

Apply an enforcement policy that encourages voluntary reporting and incentivizes
organizations and personnel to report safety concerns;

Identify safety trends in the aviation industry and apply a risk-based approach to address
issues of greatest concern;

Monitor safety performance indicators of the aviation system and take actions to
continuously improve safety;

Cooperate with civil aviation organizations and other authorities on safety matters and
risk reduction to implement effective risk controls.

Responsibility for ensuring safety is assigned to the civil aviation authority, service providers,
civil aviation organizations, and aviation personnel, and is aimed at preventing harm to the lives
of citizens, property, and the environment.
