In these Regulations, the following terms with
corresponding definitions are used:

Ramp inspections - are inspections carried out on
the ground to verify the compliance of the aircraft
and the crew with the established requirements
allowing the assessment of the crew readiness to
perform the flight the airworthiness of the aircraft
and the availability and correctness of all required
documentation

En route inspections - are inspections carried out
during or between flight segments to monitor
compliance with operational requirements and the
safety of air transport operations

Non compliance - means any deviation from the
established regulatory requirements standards or
conditions of the air operator certificate identified
during oversight activities

Corrective actions - mean measures taken by the
air operator to eliminate identified non
conformities and prevent their recurrence

Corrective action plan - means a step by step
plan for eliminating non conformities identified
during oversight activities including the
identification of the root cause of the non
conformity and the determination of specific time
bound actions to eliminate and prevent recurrence

Preventive action - means actions taken to
eliminate the root cause or causes and to prevent
the occurrence of a potential non conformity or a
potential undesirable condition or situation.

Root cause analysis - means the underlying cause
in a chain of cause and effect relationships that
leads to an undesirable situation or condition the
point in that chain that can be addressed by
corrective actions in such a way that the

Assessment — activity carried out to determine
the suitability, adequacy and effectiveness of the
object under consideration (system/process) in
terms of achieving the established objectives.

Audit — a systematic, independent, objective
and documented process for evaluating a system’s
compliance with applicable requirements.

Dangerous goods — articles or substances
capable of posing significant risks to health, flight
safety, property or the environment and which are
included in the list of dangerous goods in the
ICAO Technical Instructions (Doc 9284).
Certificate — a certificate authorizing an
operator to conduct specified commercial air
transport operations.

Exemption / Derogation — an exceptional
deviation from a law, regulation or requirement
granted on the basis of a specific act or approval.

Inspection — an independent, objective and
documented process for assessing the conformity
of one or more parts of a system with applicable
requirements.

Dry lease — leasing of an aircraft without crew.

Wet lease — leasing of an aircraft with crew.

Record / Recording — a document that captures
the results obtained or provides evidence of
activities performed.

Procedure — a specified way of carrying out an
activity or process.

Process — a set of interrelated or interacting
activities that transform inputs into outputs.

Unscheduled inspections — inspections not
included in the approved oversight plan and
conducted by the authorized authority in order to
verify compliance with aviation legislation
requirements, assess the level of flight safety, and
monitor the implementation of corrective actions.

Unannounced inspections — inspections
conducted without prior notification of the
inspected organization, aimed at obtaining an
objective assessment of the actual state of
compliance with safety requirements and
operational activities.

2.1 Classification of oversight audits and

After the completion of an oversight activity, the
process described in the diagram above shall be
followed.

The Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) issues a
directive requiring the correction of non-
conformities identified during the audit or
inspection. The operator shall develop and
submit to the CAA for approval a Corrective
Action Plan (CAP) (Appendix 4) no later than
15 calendar days from the date of receipt of the
directive for elimination of non-conformities. If
comments on the submitted plan arise, the CAA
shall send a letter requesting revision of the CAP
and specifying new deadlines for its submission.
In any case, the non-conformities must be
corrected no later than within the timeframes
specified in Appendix 3 of this instruction.

If the operator fails to submit an acceptable
Corrective Action Plan or fails to implement
corrective actions within the time limit
established or extended by the CAA, such non-
conformity shall be reclassified as a Level 1 non-
conformity.

The operator shall conduct a root cause analysis
of the identified non-conformities. This analysis
shall be systematic and structured. The operator
must apply an analytical methodology that
enables identification of the root cause and
contributing factors of the non-conformity. The
SCAA does not prescribe a specific analytical
tool; however, the method chosen by the operator
must ensure logical traceability from the
established facts of the non-conformity to the
identified root cause and must be proportionate
to the severity of the consequences and the

potential recurrence of the specific non-
conformity.
Statements limited to individual error,

negligence, or failure to follow procedures shall
not be accepted as root causes. The purpose of
root cause analysis is to improve the level of

Upon completion of audits or inspections,
identified non-conformities and deadlines for
implementation of corrective actions shall be
monitored by the SCAA in accordance with the
“Internal Procedure for Monitoring Oversight
Activities and Documentation of Aircraft
Operators of the Kyrgyz Republic OPS” (SCAA-
OPS-PRC-48).

If a non-conformity cannot be corrected within
the timeframe previously agreed with the SCAA,
the operator shall submit an official request to the
SCAA with justification for extending the
deadline for corrective action, including the
results of the risk assessment conducted.

The decision to extend the deadline for correcting
a non-conformity shall be made by the Head of
the Department or an authorized SCAA officer.

Each inspector shall monitor the database on a
daily basis, tracking any discrepancies and
compliance with established deadlines within
their area of responsibility.

The database shall include:

(a) non-conformities identified during oversight
activities;

(b) agreed deadlines for implementation of
corrective action plans;

(c) observations that do not constitute non-
conformities.

A decision confirming the elimination of non-
conformities identified in an inspector’s directive
shall only be made upon completion of a Non-
Conformity Closure Report (Appendix 5).

additional information. Identified deficiencies
and the process of correcting them may result in
an extension of the timeframe for making
amendments to the AOC.

If the completed application form and
supporting documentation comply with the
established requirements, but an on-site
evaluation/inspection of the operator is deemed
necessary, the assigned OPS inspectors shall
notify the operator in writing and determine the
date and conditions for conducting such
inspections. The start date of the on-site
inspection shall not exceed 7 calendar days after
approval of the submitted documentation.

The inspection includes on-site checks (at the
head office and operational base(s),
maintenance organizations-whether in-house or
contracted-and, where necessary, aerodrome
facilities) to verify the accuracy of the provided
information and to assess the impact of the
proposed change on the operator’s ability to
safely and effectively conduct the declared
activities.

The results and conclusions shall be provided to
the operator in writing within 5 days after
completion of the inspection. If non-
conformities are identified, the timeframe for
their correction shall not exceed 30 days.

If the application and supporting documentation
meet the established requirements and the
requested changes do not require an on-site
inspection, then, after receiving a positive
assessment from AIR, the OPS shall issue the
AOC (and OpSpecs) with the corresponding
amendments.

The responsible OPS inspectors prepare a final
assessment report, informing the operator of the
obligation to immediately submit
documentation on the basis of which
amendments were made to the AOC (OpSpecs)
and which may be subject to change during the

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Appendix 2. Regulations
on the non-conformity system to flight safety standards for civil aviation operators
of the Kyrgyz Republic

4. Observation Not Constituting a Non-Conformity

1. General Provisions

1.1. This Regulation on the non-conformity system to flight safety standards for civil
aviation operators of the Kyrgyz Republic (hereinafter referred to as the "Regulation") has been
developed in accordance with the Air Code of the Kyrgyz Republic, the Civil Aviation Rules of
the Kyrgyz Republic, the Convention on International Civil Aviation, ICAO Standards and
Recommended Practices (SARPs), and their appendices.

1.2. The classification of violations established in this Regulation is mandatory for all
aircraft operators subject to the civil aviation legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.

1.3. Assessment of non-conformities to flight safety standards of civil aviation operators
of the Kyrgyz Republic is carried out by the State Civil Aviation Agency under the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Kyrgyz Republic, based on the requirements of the civil aviation legislation of the
Kyrgyz Republic.

1.4. The provisions of this Regulation apply to violations, non-conformities, and non-
compliance with standards set forth in the civil aviation legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic and
ICAO SARPs, as identified by CAA inspectors during:

- Ramp and en-route aircraft inspections;

- Oversight activities of Kyrgyz Republic aircraft operators.

1.5. In the event of lack of timely response or failure to implement corrective actions to
address identified violations, non-conformities, or findings within the established deadlines, the
CAA reserves the right to escalate a Level 2 non-conformity to Level 1.

2. Level «1»

2.1. Level 1 is established when any significant non-conformity or violation of civil
aviation legislation, flight safety standards, procedures, or operator documentation is identified,
which reduces safety and poses a serious threat to flight operations, as a result of which the Air
Operator Certificate (AOC) or other certification document may be suspended until the finding is
corrected.

In the event of Level 1 non-conformities, the inspector shall immediately take appropriate
measures to ensure safety. Such measures may include Restriction of operator activities,
Suspension of the operator’s AOC, if necessary, Limitation of Operational Specifications
(OpSpecs) or special authorizations, in whole or in part. These measures remain in effect until the
operator implements corrective actions and demonstrates full compliance with the applicable
requirements.

2.2. The following violations are examples of Level 1 non-conformities:

a) Operation of an aircraft with overdue life-limited components (hours/cycles/calendar
time);
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b) Conducting flights on an aircraft with malfunctions;

c¢) Operation of an aircraft not according to its intended purpose;

d) Departure of an aircraft without required and/or serviceable onboard or emergency
equipment;

e) Departure of an aircraft without registration/national markings or with
incorrect/incomplete markings;

f) Departure of an aircraft without a Certificate of Release to Service (CRS) or without
properly completed aircraft technical documentation;

g) Operation of an aircraft by flight crew, cabin crew, or technical staff not qualified for
the aircraft type;

h) Operation of an aircraft by flight crew, cabin crew, or technical staff without a valid
Civil Aviation Personnel Certificate of the Kyrgyz Republic or a recognized foreign certificate;

1) Operation of an aircraft by flight crew, cabin crew, or technical staff with expired
personnel certificates or associated endorsements;

k) Violation of established flight duty and rest time regulations by flight crew members;

1) Violation of rules for the organization, provision, and operation of flights, leading to an
aviation accident;

m) Violation of mandatory requirements for training, qualification, and recurrent
proficiency of flight crew members;

n) Concealment of aviation accidents or incidents subject to investigation in civil aviation;

0) Modifications to the aircraft structure affecting flight safety in violation of established
procedures;

p) Transportation of passengers, carry-on luggage, baggage, cargo, mail, or onboard
supplies without required preflight aviation security checks;

r) Violation of operational limitations and rules regarding transport of passengers, baggage,
cargo, mail, or onboard supplies, including overloading of passenger or cargo compartments;

s) Transportation of dangerous goods without the operator’s authorization and without
CAA approval;

t) Departure of an aircraft without the following mandatory documents, or with documents
that are expired, missing, or unapproved:

Air Operator Certificate (copy);

Operational Specifications (OpSpecs);

Certificate of Registration;

Certificate of Airworthiness or expired certificate;

Noise Certificate;

Approval for onboard radios;

Aircraft logbook;

Relevant insurance policies for crew, aircraft, passengers, cargo, and third-party liability;

Flight Crew Operating Manual (FCOM), Quick Reference Handbook (QRH), Standard
Operating Procedures (SOP), Flight Operations Manual (FOM)), reflecting the latest updates;

Aircraft Maintenance Manual;

MEL (Minimum Equipment List) and CDL (Configuration Deviation List) approved by
the CAA of the Kyrgyz Republic;

u) Absence or non-compliance of the Safety Management Manual with Kyrgyz Republic
civil aviation legislation, including incomplete or missing flight data analysis and safety
management system (SMS) programs;

f) Any findings affecting flight safety;
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x) Failure to provide mandatory reports or notifications to the CAA.
3. Level «2»

Level 2 is established when any non-compliance or deviation from the civil aviation
legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic, in the area of flight safety, procedures, or operator
documentation, is identified, which may reduce safety and pose a threat to flight operations,
requiring corrective actions to be completed within 90 calendar days.

A Level 2 non-conformity may be escalated to Level 1 when a combination of interrelated
findings indicates systemic deficiencies in the operator’s activities. Such a situation demonstrates
that elements of the operator’s management system are functioning improperly and do not ensure
the required level of compliance with established requirements.

9. The following violations are examples of Level 2 non-conformities:

a) Operation of an aircraft by crew members with improper maintenance of onboard
documentation;

b) Aircraft maintenance or operation by crew members with expired recurrent training,
simulator sessions, and/or qualification checks;

c) Failure of the operator to maintain the following:

Personal files and logbooks of personnel;

Schedules for rest and leave of personnel;

Schedules for simulator training, recurrent training in specialty, English language, and
international flight rules;

Dangerous goods training, emergency/rescue training, flight authorizations, including:

PBN (Performance-Based Navigation) compliance;

RVSM (Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum) compliance;

TCAS (Traffic Collision Avoidance System/ACAS II) compliance;

EGPWS (Enhanced Ground Proximity Warning System);

Tracker devices for remote aircraft location monitoring.

d) Lack of capability for flight crew to observe the passenger cabin area adjacent to the
cockpit, communicate with cabin crew from the cockpit, and absence of danger warning systems;

e) Non-conformity between positions reflected in the Operations Manual (OM/Flight
Operations Manual) and the actual situation at the operator:

Organizational structure of the flight department;

Flight department regulations;

Staffing levels and personnel completeness;

Job descriptions of command, senior specialists, instructors, and other flight department
personnel;

Orders appointing flight personnel and responsible persons for maintaining regulatory
documents and OM by aircraft type;

Monthly and annual plan of key flight department activities;

Annual schedule of inspections for command-flight, instructor, and flight personnel.

f) Absence or lack of latest revision of the Operations Manual (OM) or its components
approved by the CAA;

g) Qualification or professional non-compliance of the operator’s department heads:

Director of Flight Operations;

Technical Director;
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Flight Safety Inspector;

Quality Manager;

Dangerous Goods Manager;

Aviation Security Manager;

Flight Operations Manager (Flight Dispatcher).

h) Delayed internal audits;

1) Violations in maintaining records and reporting related to personnel training.

4. Observation Not Constituting a Non-Conformity

An observation not constituting a non-conformity is an item identified based on objective
evidence that does not represent a non-conformity, but indicates a potential area for improvement.

The aircraft operator is required to monitor such observations to prevent them from
potentially escalating into Level 2 or Level 1 non-conformities. The results of the operator’s
monitoring will be tracked as part of subsequent oversight activities.

This classification is intended to encourage improvements and enhance the effectiveness
of operator procedures without applying strict administrative measures.

Following oversight activities, if observations not constituting a non-conformity are
identified, the CAA will include them in the directive issued to the operator.
